The Clery Act requires the university to notify the campus community of certain criminal activity that occurs on university 
owned or controlled property. In addition, the university is required to provide safety tips that may aid in the prevention of 
similar crimes. The intent of a warning regarding a criminal incident(s) is to enable individuals to protect themselves. For 
further information on the Clery Act: http://clery.utk.edu/ or http://clerycenter.org. 
 
For Safety Notices and Clery statistics, crimes are classified according to the regulations of the Clery Act mandated by the 
Department of Education. Though state law may categorize an incident differently, Clery definitions and classifications are 
strictly followed when labeling an incident for Clery reporting purposes.
