Subject: Safety Notice (Timely Warning) message per the Clery Act

In an effort to provide timely and accurate information to our students, staff, and faculty members, the
following information is being provided to you so you may be aware of certain crimes reportable to the
Clery Act. It is the purpose of the Clery Act to share this information with you so you may make informed
decisions for your safety, the safety of others, and will aid in the prevention of similar crimes from
occurring. The Clery Act mandates institutions issue a timely warning for all Clery Act crimes that occur
on your Clery Act geography that are reported to campus security authorities or local police agencies;
and considered by the institution to represent a serious or continuing threat to students and employees.
(U.S. Department of Education, 2016, The Handbook for Campus Safety and Security Reporting, p. 6-12)

On Monday, September 10, a Campus Security Authority received a report of a fondling that occurred
on September 9 at 12pm in a parking garage. A female reported being approached by a group of males
who grabbed and fondled her while exiting a parking garage on the west side of campus. The female
deployed pepper spray and the males ran off. The female has reported the incident to the University,
and UTPD is not involved at this time.

For Safety Notices and Clery statistics, crimes are classified according to the regulations of the Clery Act
mandated by the Department of Education. Though state law may categorize an incident differently,
Clery definitions and classifications are strictly followed when labeling an incident for Clery reporting
purposes.
